3. Setthe dryer heat control to the degree of heat desired
for comfortable drying.

1. Your dryer is equipped with a heat sensing thermostat.

For best re-
sults, inspect filter every week and clean if necessary.
Cleaning is simple and rapid.

2. Wash in warm soapy water and rinse in clear water.

4. Replace filter.

To clean hood assembly:

1. Snap back hook on latch of the trim ring. The trim
ring will spring apart and slip off hood. The inner
hood will drop out. '

2. Wash in warm water with a mild detergent.

DO NOT use solvents to clean or wash hoods.

3. Remove outer hood with stack; use the same proce-
dure for clean as used for the inner hood.

4. Lay outer hood and stack on a flat surface.

5. Insert inner hood and replace trim ring. Position
latch s0 that it will be at the back of the hood. Latch
hook on trim ring.
